Economic Security Should Be Lifelong

In 1935, President Franklin D. Roosevelt’s Committee on Economic Security defined
economic security as “the assurance of an adequate income to each human being” at every stage
of life and called for its establishment in the United States through a piecemeal process. Out of
the committee’s work came what we know today as Social Security and unemployment insur-

ance, the first pieces of a grander vision.



Eighty-four years later, the lack of economic security in America remains staggering. Yes,
thanks to Social Security and Medicare, insecurity among the elderly has declined dramatically, but
among nearly everyone else it is as high as ever.

The root of today’s insecurity is insufficient labor income. This is due to multiple factors
— globalization, automation, financialization, monopoly power, concentration of wealth and de-
cline of labor unions — none of which are going away soon. Thanks to insufficient labor income,
tens of millions of Americans live today on the financial edge, a paycheck or two away from ex-
istential panic. This isn’t good for their health or stability, or that of their families and communi-
ties.

Economic security depends on three things: enough income to pay bills, a cushion for
hard times, and the assurance that some money will be there for the rest of your life, no matter
what. It is the sum of these elements that heightens peace of mind and the ability to save, pay off
debts and plan for the future.

Adam Smith and the Wealth of Nations

1776, the year that Americans associate with the signing of the Declaration of Independ-
ence, also marked the publication in England of one of the most influential books of our time,
The Wealth of Nations. Written by Adam Smith, it earned the author the title «The father of eco-
nomics».

Smith objected to the principal economic beliefs of his day. He differed with the physio-
crats who argued that land was the only source of wealth. He also disagreed with the mercantil-
ists who measured the wealth of a nation by its money supply, and who called for government
regulation of the economy in order to promote a «favorable balance of trade».

In Smith's view, a nation's wealth was dependent upon production, not agriculture alone.
How much it produced, he believed, depended upon how well it combined labor and the other
factors of production. The more efficient is the combination, the greater is the output, and the
greater is the nation's wealth.

The heart of Smith's economic philosophy was his belief that the economy would work
best if left to function on its own without government regulation.

Capital

Capital is a man-made resource. Any product of labour and land which is reserved for use
in the further production is capital.

Capital was created when people began to make simple tools and implemented to assist
them in the production of food and in the transportation of their possessions.

It might be helpful at this stage to deal with the confusion which commonly arises over
the meanings of three important terms: capital, money, and wealth.

Capital means any produced means of production.

Wealth is quite simply the stock of all those goods which have a money value. Capital,
therefore, is an important part of the community’s wealth.

Money is a claim to wealth. From the standpoint of the community as a whole, money is
not wealth, since we cannot count both the value of real assets and the value of the money claims
to those assets. From the point of view of the individual citizen, however, money represents a
part of his personal wealth since he sees it as a claim on assets held by other people.



Capital is usually divided into two types: that which is used up in the course of produc-
tion and that which is not.

Working capital consists of the stocks of raw materials, partly finished goods held by
producers. These stocks are just as important to efficient production as are the machines and
buildings. This kind of capital is sometimes called circulating capital.

Fixed capital consists of equipment used in production — buildings, machinery, railways
and so on.

The mercantilists

Between the 16™ and the 18" centuries, the major countries of Europe believed in the
economic theory of mercantilism. Mercantilists argued that nations should behave as if they were
merchants competing with one another for profit. Accordingly, governments should support in-
dustry by enacting laws designed to keep labor and other production costs low, and exports high.
In this way the nation could achieve what was called a «favorable balance of trade ».

«Favorable balance of trade» described a situation in which exports exceeded imports.
The excess, which was like profits to a merchant, would result in an increase in the nation's sup-
ply of gold or silver. And, as most people agreed in those days, the true measure of a nation's
wealth was its hoard of gold or silver.

To achieve favorable trade balances, the major European powers sought to acquire colo-
nies. Colonies could provide the «mother country» with cheap labor, raw materials and a market
for its manufactured goods.

In an effort to attain these goals in their American colonies, the British, for example, en-
acted the Navigation Acts.

Partnership

Partnerships are voluntary combinations of from 2 to 20 persons formed for the purpose
of carrying on business with a view of profit. This type of organization represents a logical de-
velopment from the one-person business since the obvious method by which such a firm may
acquire further capital is to form a partnership. The motive, however, may not be financial and
partnerships are often formed in order to bring new ability and enterprise into the business.

The partners usually share in the task of running the business, but a partner need not to
play an active role. A person who joins a partnership, supplying capital and sharing in the profits,
but taking no part in the management is known as a dormant or sleeping partner. Partnerships are
a common form of business organization in such professions as law, accountancy, surveying, and
medicine.

The advantages of this type of firm are similar to those of the one-person business. It is a
flexible organization which allows a great degree of specialization than the one-person business.
Partners usually specialize in one or more aspects of the business; one may be responsible for
buying, one for selling, one for production, and so on.

The great disadvantage, like that of the one-person business, is the fact the liability of the
partners is unlimited and they are all fully liable for the acts of the other partners. There are,
however, some limited partnerships which have to be registered with the Registrar of Compa-
nies.
